The North Carolina AgrAbility Partnership (NC AgrAbility) is a federally-funded grant pro-
gram through the U.S. Department of Agriculture National Institute for Food Safety (USDA-
NIFA). The program consists of a National Project and individually funded state or regional
projects. The National AgrAbility Project was originally established in the 1990 Farm Bill and
in 1991, the project consisted of 8 states. Today, AgrAbility is funded in 24 state and region-
al projects serving states and has 5 affiliate states. As warmer weather arrives in North Carolina, the Division of Aging and Adult Ser-
vices is partnering with the N.C. Area Agencies on Aging and local service providers

vulnerable adults at risk for heat-related illnesses stay safe during the summer.

People 60 and older, as well as adults with disabilities, are eligible to sign up for
assistance at local aging agencies across the state. Since 1986, the relief program
has purchased fans for older adults and adults with disabilities, providing them
with a more comfortable living environment and reducing heat-related illnesses.

The program is made possible by donations from Duke Energy Carolinas, Duke En-
ergy Progress, Dominion Resources and the Valassis Giving Committee, which al-
low regional area agencies on aging and provider agencies to purchase fans for eli-
gible individuals. Provider agencies can also purchase a limited number of air con-
ditioners based on a person’s specific health conditions.

ssauppe Suljien Last year, the division received $85,600 in donations, allowing for the distribution
of 5,226 fans and 26 air conditioners.

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Medicaid Changing to Managed Care

Beginning this summer, Medicaid begins the transition to managed care. In Medicaid Man-
aged Care, people enroll in a health care plan that is run by a prepaid health plan or “PHP.”
The transition to Medicaid Managed Care will begin in July 2019. Just like current Medicaid,
eligibility may change due to your income and other causes, but there will be no new eligi-
bility rules or restrictions under Medicaid Managed Care. You will get to choose a plan based
on what is important to you, such as making sure you and your family are in the same plan.
One important detail that you should be aware of ; if you do not choose a plan, one will
be chosen for you! Be aware of what plans are offered and choose what plan fits your situa-
tion.
